· Offer to clean up for events/parties at the parish – ask if they would be willing to contribute to your ministry – whether it is for WYD or something else – but give it a name, a purpose.

· Baby-sitting service – during Christmas shopping high times for parents.

· Offer games and all kinds of stuff
· Little kid Lock-in - $10-20 per kid

· Friday night – offer games in the gym, movies, pizza, games, popcorn

· All put on by the high schoolers

· 7-10 pm

· Little Kid Trivia Night or Sock-Hop 
· Fun trivia night or dance for little kids in gym put on by the high schoolers.

· Gift wrapping service – for Christmas 

· Have Saturdays/Sundays and some week night evenings… either at parish or contact Malls/stores
